Parsonage windows:   Both should be replaced by meeting time.  Might be a bit more costly because of extensive rotting of structure under the windows.  Very messy.

2.   Chairs for the social hall:   WELCA set to place order for 124 chairs ( 4 already purchased), through Superior Restaurant Supply.  They will be shipped from New Jersey.  Total cost is $3528.76, including S&H.  That equals $28.46 per chair.   WELCA also suggests to the Council that the old chairs be sold for $3.00 each, with the desk chairs stored in lower level to sell for $5.00 each.   Money from sale to go to ELCA World Missions.   If Council agrees, the order will be placed on Monday and delivery should come in about  2-3 weeks, so they should be  here for sure by Easter, if not before.
