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FROM THE PASTOR

.WHAT GOD CAN DO WITH JUST A LITTLE
    The little girl stood outside on the sidewalk of a small church in a large, eastern city crying.  When a passerby asked her why she was crying, she said, “I can’t go to Sunday School.  They wouldn’t let me in because it’s too crowded.”

    The “passerby” happened to be the pastor of the church, and seeing her unkempt appearance, he guessed that this might have been the reason why she had been turned away.  So, he took her by the hand and led her inside and found a place for her in the Sunday School class.

    The child was so touched by her experience in Sunday School that she went to bed that night thinking of the many other children in her neighborhood who should have the chance to go to Sunday School and to worship and learn about Jesus.

    Two years later, this young girl lay dead in one of the tenement “cold flat” apartments in the neighborhood.  Her parents called for the kindhearted pastor who had befriended their daughter to come and make the funeral arrangements.  As her poor, lifeless body was removed from her bed, a worn, crumpled purse was found beneath her, something which seemed to have been rummaged out of some alley trash can.  Inside this purse was found a total of 57 cents, along with a note in her own handwriting.  The note said, “This is to help build the little church bigger, so that more children can go to Sunday School.”

    For two years, this little girl had saved up her pennies for this offering of love.  When the pastor tearfully read that note, he knew instantly what he would do.  Carrying this note, and the cracked, red, little purse to the pulpit that Sunday, he told the story of her unselfish love and devotion.  And he challenged his deacons and members of the congregation to “get busy and raise enough money for a larger church building.”

    But, the story does not end there.  The local newspaper learned of this heartfelt story and published it on the front page.  That story was read by a local realtor, who offered the congregation a parcel of land worth many thousands of dollars.  When told that the little church could not possibly pay for such a piece of land, the realtor offered it to them for, you guessed it, 57 cents.

    Church members began to come forward with rather large donations.  Checks came from far and wide.  Within five years, this little girl’s gift had multiplied to some $250,000 – a huge sum for that time, since it was near the turn of the 20th Century.  Her unselfish gift of love bore much good fruit.

    Today, if you happen to journey to the city of Philadelphia (the city of brotherly love), take time to go and visit Temple Baptist Church, which has a seating capacity of 3,300 people.  And also visit Temple University (alma mater of comedian Bill Cosby), where thousands of students now get their education.  Then go over to Good Samaritan Hospital nearby and visit there.  Then also see the Temple Baptist Sunday School building, which now has classrooms for hundreds of children who come there for Sunday School, so that no child in the neighborhood will ever need to be left outside, unable to attend Sunday School.

    In one of the large rooms of this building you will see a large picture painted of the sweet face of that little girl whose 57 cents, so sacrificially saved, made such a remarkable history.  And alongside of this picture is the portrait of her kindly pastor, Dr. Russell H. Conwell, author of the book, “Acres of Diamonds.”  And it’s all a true story, which goes to show what God can do with just a little, even a mere 57 cents.

    Acts 2:44-45 says, “All who believed were together and had all things in common; they would sell their possessions and goods and distribute the proceeds to all, as any had need.”  Matthew 6:19-21 reads, “Do not store up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and rust consume and where thieves break in and steal; but store up for yourselves treasures in heaven…For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.”

    We tend to have two “treasure maps” in our lives:  The calendar and our checkbook.  But whose are they?  Mine or God’s?  MINE stands for More Is Never Enough.  GOD’S stands for Giving Our Daily Share.  And where will your 57 cents go to today?
